Useful phrases and idioms

To look / feel blue

MEANING: - to look / feel depressed or discontented.
EXAMPLE: "Things are looking blue for Tom these days. His wife has left him."

The sky falling

MEANING: - is similar to "if your world comes crashing in".

: In other words "Things" aren't going the way you wished they were.-as in unfortunate instances,
bad luck etc ..

EXAMPLE: There will be a way to escape even if the sky falls.

To be lost
MEANING: - not knowing what to do in a new situation:
EXAMPLE: [t was his first day in the office and he seemed a bit lost.

Not have a clue

MEANING: - to be completely unable to guess, understand, or deal with something:
"Who invented algebra?" "I haven't a clue."
EXAMPLE: Don't ask your father which key to press - he hasn't got a clue about computers.

Ring true/false

MEANING: - to seem true/false:
EXAMPLE: Her explanations didn't ring true.
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
